Environmental Education at CCM

Did you know that Camp of the Cross received a grant from the ELCA this year to do
Environmental Education? Well, now you do! It is exciting to have this extra funding to carry out
some educational programs at camp this summer. Read on to find out how we will be exploring

Compost

Food scraps + garden waste + water +
bacteria and fungus = Compost! After the
bacteria and fungus, aided by water, break
down the organic materials, you are left with
high quality mulch that can be used in the
garden. We will be collecting compostable
food scraps from the kitchen all summer long
to add to our compost pile. Food that can be
composted included fruit and vegetable
scraps, bread, potatoes, and even pickles!
Food that cannot be composted includes

The Garden

We were blessed to have a large garden
space approved by the Army Corps. The
initial preparation took place last fall, and
since then, volunteers and staff have been
busy creating beds, putting up a fence, and
putting in plants. This summer, campers will
be helping to plant, weed, and water the
garden. We will also be exploring the insects
that live in the garden and finding other
treasure in the soil. We have planted carrots,
lettuce, herbs, and zucchini. We also put in a
large pumpkin patch. So, when you come to
camp next fall, stop by and check it out!

Environmental Education

As part of the grant, we have put together 5
mobile environmental education kits. These kits
will have campers explore: Plants, Animals,
Birds, Earth, and Water. Each kit contains some
great field guides and a variety of activities to go
with each topic. Some of the activities include
identifying animal scat and tracks, testing water
quality, and identifying birds by sound.
Counselors will be able to grab these kits and get
out to explore God’s creation with the campers.
Additionally, the chapel will be used to house
several environmental experiments and other
activities, as well as store specimens that
campers discover throughout the summer.
