For some campers the 
conversations and “fun” they have with the staff may be the 
only Jesus they have ever met.  Our campers’ time with 
staff affirms that they are very special to God and that 
someone out there really does love them.

To address these issues, Camp of the Cross, through 
the Endowment Committee, has issued a challenge to 
pay back the loan we have with the Mission Investment 
Fund.  Paying off the loan would free up over $30,000 
each year that could be used for property related 
expenses. 
 
Our challenge to you and to each congregation is to 
contribute $129 in 2009 towards paying off the Mission 
Investment Fund loan.  If we all work together, we can 
make this happen.
